The 17 coordinating council members are appointed by Governor Bush and represent state agencies, advocacy groups and individuals who are deaf, hard of hearing, late deafened and deaf-blind.


Approximately 3 million Florida residents are deaf, hard of hearing, late-deafened or deaf-blind, making people with hearing loss the largest disability group in the state of Florida. Florida has the second largest population of people who are deaf or hard of hearing in the nation.
